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In 2005 the NTPR visits the picturesque town of Llangollen, nestling in spectacular countryside on the River Dee. The date for your diary is June 10, 11, 12, and it will be a busy itinerary, for there’s a great deal to see. I’m arranging for a barge trip across the world famous Pontcysyllte Aqueduct, and Sunday lunch on the steam train that follows the course of the river along the valley. Attractions are too numerous to list, but include the Victorian School Experience, a motor museum, horse-drawn canal trips, Valle Crucis Abbey, Plas Newydd (home of the ‘Ladies of Llangollen’ in the 18th century), the model railway museum, the Doctor Who exhibition, and the Old Tailor’s Chocolate Shop. Oh, and feeding the ducks on the river walk is a must! The Treasure Hunt will, as usual, follow an easy route through flat countryside.   
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The cost is £179 per person, for two nights’ dinner bed & breakfast, lunches Saturday & Sunday, entry to all scheduled attractions, rally plates, and awards. The reduced rate for Sunday evening is £55.

The hotel was originally a 19th century country house, and has a reputation for fine food. The restaurant has been awarded three AA Rosettes, and, when Harrison Ford and Callista Flockhart heard I had booked the hotel for the 2005 NTPR, they decided they had better check it out (see press cutting below from July 8th)! They stayed at the Bryn Howel, and travelled by barge during the day.

Unfortunately the hotel only has thirty six rooms, so if the numbers are as this year there will be overspill into another hotel about fifteen minutes drive away, but transport is arranged between the two each evening (dinners are at the Bryn Howell) so nobody has to worry about drink-driving. Allocation of rooms in the main hotel will be on a first come, first served basis, with priority for people staying three days, and with children, so get your deposits in quickly, especially as the hotel is now enjoying a boom, and requires a deposit payment from me by July 15th! I think they’re sorry they’d accepted the booking before the film stars’ visit! If your deposit arrives too late to make the main location, I’ll notify you straight away so you can cancel if you wish (although the second hotel is very good).

I’m sorry it’s so early in the year, but I’ve got to secure things a long way ahead nowadays (the original hotel I wanted, which had the capacity for everyone, was booked up until 2008, and I’m already working on accommodation for 2006)! In addition I have the Italian Grand Tour to resolve for next April/May, so I want to make certain all problems are dealt with well in advance. As usual a £50 per person deposit secures your place, and the balance requires paying by March 1st next year.
